	Project „Dunavijada“ is planned as two months (July-August) project during poor summer season in Vukovar and to give an opportunity to young people from different surroundings and different countries to spend some time together, to work together and share their experience.

The main objectives of the project are:

To bring young people together from different places, different ethnic/cultural/religious groups in order to create an opportunity for creation of multiethnic and multicultural environment

To promote diversity, tolerance and non-violence

To promote youth work in practice

To increase visibility of the organization in the community
During the project we will work on tolerance, human rights, non-violence, anti-discrimination, health issues, solidarity, team work, youth work.

	The project is running on two ways: Youth information and HIV/AIDS prevention. Through Youth Information Center (YIC) we try to reach first goal of the project: to enable young people to take more active role in society. To reach that goal is necessary to inform and educate them. Through YIC, we try to collect and distribute as more useful and objective information as possible, without political, religious or other influences. In YIC volunteer has possibility to work on teaching students school lessons, peer education, work on web site, creative workshops, etc.

Special second goal of the project is to prevent spread of HIV/AIDS implicating public health methods known as term Harm reduction, primarily caused by drug use. 	The project STORRYTELLING THAT BINDS US will bring together 9 young people from Eastern Croatia and 9 young people from Southern Hungary accompanied by 2 group leaders. It is a youth exchange type of project and will take place in the village of Erdut in Croatia. During the 7 days long young exchange participants will explore the topic of storytelling and folklore of their communities, present them and learn about elements of common heritage that bind them developing thus tolerance and solidarity among each other. In order to present their local stories and folklore they will transform them into a creative performance. The performance will be the final activity and it will welcome all interested local visitors. Throughout the project different indoor and outdoor activities will be combined and sightseeing trip to the town Osijek and its theatres as well as to other regional landmarks will be organized. Important elements of this youth exchange will be intercultural evenings at which young people will learn more about their neighbor’s culture but also language animation exercises which will allow to young participants to acquire basic language expressions in Croatian and Hungarian. 	The venue of the project is the small rural village Verteneglio (Istria-Croatia) that is undergoing a quick development. Peculiar is that Verteneglio is the „most Italian“ village in Istria, as the Italian minority represents the majority and Italian is the most used language in everyday life. LDA Verteneglio works on rural development and minority issues in cooperation with the Municipality of Verteneglio and similar (for ex:Groznjan) that are undergoing the same rural development. So the themes are rural development linked to sustainable development and eco-tourism, and minority issues, related to participation of youth population of minority group. In this individual EVS project promoter Sending Organization (SO) Youth Information Centre of Brest (BIJ) in France sends one French volunteer Luc Toutous to Hosting Organization (HO) Local Democracy Agency (LDA) of Verteneglio in Croatia for a service that lasts 11 months (1.09.09.-31.07.10.). The service will give the volunteer the possibility to have learning opportunities and will be followed into his working integration by taking part in the activities ruled by LDA; it will be assured that he has social integration too by involving him in the life of the local community (international evenings, outdoor activities with local youth minorities, active participation to rural development activities in Verteneglio and Groznjan. He will be also encouraged to act as individual sharing his experience with local population by holding meetings about his culture, his experience in biology. He will be supported to explore our region in free time and to get involved in all our projects that will have a positive impact for the community and for the volunteer.

	The Seminar brings together 30 people, most of them young adults, from four Central and Southeast European countries - Croatia, Germany, the Netherlands and Poland -for four days in Latinovac in Croatia. All participants has been involved , either as youth participants, team counselors, workshops leaders or organizers in international youth exchanges with/around the German NGO Campus15- Youth goes for Peace ( 1998-2008).The overriding objective for this effort was and still is to promote peace and mutual understanding among the various groups in the Western Balkans in cooperation with young people from Central Europe and to help those countries on their way to the European Union.
