We offer  Higher Education courses in Fine Art, Applied Arts (ceramics, glass and metals), Film Arts, Photography, Underwater Photography, Fashion, Graphic Design, Illustration, Animation and  Design for Games. There are many opportunities for our students to develop interdisciplinary approaches and cross-disciplinary practices. Many staff and students are already involved in a variety of international initiatives. The College offers a range of Higher Education qualifications, including Foundation Degree (FD), Bachelor of Arts (BA) and also a Master of Arts (MA) in Entrepreneurship for Creative Practices, which is a postgraduate qualification designed to support creative practitioners in expanding their entrepreneurial skills and links. 
We have held a number of national and international exhibitions, conferences and festivals in art, craft and media aimed at exploring contemporary issues in creative practices. These have covered a diverse set of subjects – from independent film and video art (the ‘Flipside’ festival), to the relationship of the art and crafts to environmental sustainability issues (the ‘Making Futures’ research conference).   In 2011, the College will be hosting part of the prestigious and internationally renowned ‘British Art Show’.
