Part I:  General Information

· Description of town

- Short history and location
	Zagreb is the capital of the Republic of Croatia and an old Central European city. For centuries it has been a focal point of culture, science, commerce and industry. It lies on the intersection of important routes between the Adriatic coast and Central Europe. 

In 1991 Zagreb became the capital – a political and administrative centre of the Republic of Croatia. Zagreb is also the hub of business, academic, cultural, artistic and sporting activities in Croatia. Many famous scientists, artists and athletes come from the city, or work in it. Zagreb can offer its visitors the Baroque atmosphere of the Upper Town, picturesque open-air markets, diverse shopping facilities, an abundant selection of crafts and a choice of traditional cuisine. Zagreb is a city of green parks and walks, with many places to visit in the beautiful surroundings. The city entered into the third millennium with a population of nearly 800,000 inhabitants. In spite of the rapid development of the economy and transportation, it has retained its charm, and a relaxed feeling that makes it a genuinely human city. Zagreb has 10 theatres, 21 museums, 14 galleries, 12 art collections.


- Main local/cultural events
	Zagreb hosts festivals and events all year round. some of the most popular ones are:  Dance Week Festival-late May; Animafest-early June, INmusic Festival-June, Eurokaz International Festival of New Theatre-late June-early July; Zagreb Film Festival-October, September Fest-late September; International Jazz Days-late October and many more. 
zagreb film festival will take place from october 16th to 23rd  to october  in cinemas tuškanac, europa and dokkino, as well as in croatian museum of contemporary art cinema . it is famous for film debuts and many short films and documentaries and around many  feature films.  

summer on the štros or štrosmartre (lasts from june to october) is a famous festival in the centre of  zagreb with live music, dance, film festival, stand up commedies and all kinds of performancies. 
rujanfest is a festival at the end of september on bundek lake with authentic croatian food and drinks and live music kind of entertainment. 

vip zagreb jazz festival takes place at the beginning of november and includes wide range of high quality jazz concerts.

interliber is a book fair  that last from 8th  to 13th november that takes place on zagrebački velesajam (fair). It is also a fair of mutimedia and music.
festival of contemporary dance takes place in september 


- How to reach town (links from the nearest airport, train or coach stations)

	arrival by plane

From The “Pleso” Airport To The City: Croatia Airlines runs a bus service from Pleso International to the bus station which leaves roughly every half an hour from outside the international arrivals and costs 30 hrk/person ~ € 4. Or you can catch a taxi in front of the international arrivals. A trip into the city should cost no more than 200 hrk ~ € 27; start 25 hrk, 1km - 7 kn, luggage - 5 hrk). the main bus and railway station are located in the city, on a walking distance from the city centre.

arrival by train

zagrebian train station is located in the town centre and it is connected with student dormitories by tram nr. 4. the tram  ticket costs 10 hrk (cca 1,3 euro) and could be bought on the kiosk right on the station.

arrival by bus
zagrebian bus station is located not far from the town centre. it is connected with student dormitories by tram nr. 5. a tram ticket costs 10 hrk (cca 1,3 euro) and could be bought in the tram or, better, on the kiosk right on the station.


- Transport in town (brief information on the main means of transport available)

	There are three ways of public transportation - trams, buses and city railway. They operate all day (every few minutes) and night (every hour). Tickets can be bought on board (10 HRK) or at newsstands (8 HRK). it is better to buy tickets on the newsstands because all trams don’t offer the possibility to sell the ticket on board. ticket for zagrebian public transportation could also be bought and payed by a cell phone text message (instructions can be found on board).
Daily tickets are available at a price of 25 kn. Monthly or annual tickets for students can also be bought in ZET (Zagreb Electric Tram) offices at a reduced price.


· Short Description of the Organising Institution

	Founded in the second half of the 17th century, the University of Zagreb is the oldest Croatian university and also the oldest one in South Eastern Europe. It is the biggest educational and research institution in Croatia, contributing with more than 50% to the yearly research output of the country. University of zagreb consists of 33 faculties. faculty for humanities and social arts is the biggest faculty on university of  zagreb. faculty of humanities and social sciencies consists of 26 departments. Croaticum is a part of croatian studies department. croaticum was founded in 1962 and it has cca 250 foreign students per semester who learn croatian as foreign and second.



· Accommodation

cooking facilities) and on the rent to be paid per week

	The Student residence hall CVJETNO NASELJE consists of 8 buildings, a student restaurant, coffee and  pastry shop and a post office, all exchange students are accommodated in the building number 8.

Some of the UNIZG faculties are on the walking distance from the residence like: the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Faculty of Electrical Engineering and Computing, Faculty of Machinery and Navala Architecture (10-15 minutes on foot).

All rooms are double bed, i.e. shared with a roommate (there is not an option to be alone in a room). Most of the rooms have a small kitchen (no refrigerator). The bathroom is shared with the next room. students have to bring their own dishes if you want to cook. students will get bed linen in the student residence (changed every two weeks), but if they wish they can bring their own (students need to bring their towels).
price 100eur/moth. for the period of stay shorter than one month a fee of 10EUR per night will be charged.

	Meals, cafe, refreshments and cakes at affordable prices are served in student restaurants and cafeterias run by
the Student Centre University of Zagreb. Services and offerings may vary in over 20 restaurants at various locations in the city, usually within Faculties of the University. The biggest student restaurant is located in the Student Centre Savska 25. facutly for humanities and social sciencies also had a good caffeteria.
faculty of social arts and humanities has a high quality cafetteria where students can get daily meals for reasonable prices.

- Site visits
	town of zagreb offers great  opportunities for sightseeing. since it is the capital of croatia and since it was founded in 13th century, it has a lot to show in terms of history as well as in terms of a present time. the most presentable is the town centre (square of ban jelačić, gornji grad, kaptol, zrinjevac, trg maršala tita) as well as the sourrounding area. students will be taken to a sightseeing with highly professional guides in order to get informed about the history of zagreb and its present life. site visit will include the visit to the museum of town zagreb.



- Sports facilities (Swimming, Tennis, Gymnasium; opening days and available information)
	Zagreb and its surroundings offer a great variety of sports and leisure activities for anybody’s taste. If you like spending time in nature, try Medvednica Mountain, which extends just above the city. It is a favourite excursion area for the city people not only because of its protected nature but also because of a dozen cosy restaurants situated on its slopes serving tasty and inexpensive domestic food. Medvednica is equally popular in winter when it turns into the biggest ski-centre in Croatia. Apart from having a mountain nearby, Zagreb can equally boast of its own “Zagreb sea”, the Jarun Sports and Recreation Centre comprised of a number of lakes and an impressive rowing course. If, on the other hand, one prefers indoor sports try the sports centres “Mladost”, “SRC Šalata”, “Dom Športova” etc. Zagreb also can offer many sport activities at the lake bundek and in a maksimir forrest. these spots are perfect for cycling, swimming, jogging, rollerblading, badminton etc.  


- Entertainment (Cinema, Theatre, etc.; brief information on places and student facilities)

	Zagreb is the cultural centre of Croatia. There are 15 theatres, a dozen concert halls and numerous cinemas. Zagreb has a limitless supply of bars, cafés, pubs and night-clubs suitable for all tastes. there is the Upper Town with the sinuous, bar-lined Tkalciceva street and the Lower Town with Bogoviceva and Trg Preradovica plus the Branimir Centre across from the train station. more information can be found at the pages of the Zagreb tourist board http://www.zagreb-touristinfo.hr/?l=e .

· Language component

- Short Description of language component: objectives and teaching methods 

	The objective of the course is to achieve a learners’ understanding of simple questions, instructions, directions, messages, to be able to make introductions, give personal information, thank, ask and answer simple questions, describe where they live, what they do and how they feel, write simple postcard texts, notes, greeting cards and fill in forms with personal data.

Grammar is taught step by step, from easier to more complicated structures. For example, when students learn cases, they learn one by one of Croatian seven cases, and the functions of cases are learned from the most often to the less often ones; students learn prepositions that go with certain case, and they also learn verbs that govern certain case. Another example, when the present tense is learned, teaching starts with the group of verbs that is very large and frequent in Croatian language, and then teaching moves step by step to groups of verbs that are rarer. Working materials that are used are: student's books, exercise books, textbooks, grammar books, visual materials, audio recordings, different grammar and lexical exercise materials, communication materials (dialogues, interviews, discussions...) etc. Communication goals are to understand, to speak, to write and to read Croatian language (related to certain course level). Along with the grammar and conversation lessons, Croaticum includes the familiarization of students with the most important cultural, historical and geographical qualities of Croatia.

- assessment (specify if the assessment is made by written/oral examination, assignment, etc.)

	Students are obliged to attend classes regularly and fulfill their seminar duties (write homeworks) assigned by their language instructor. Student's achievement on a course will be evaluated weekly. Every week of teaching there will be a written test, and at the end of course the written and oral exam will be taken. Evaluation of the students’ achievement will be undertaken also through some other criteria: student’s activity and motivation at the lessons and outside class activities (visiting museums, galleries and similar places important for knowing Croatian culture). Grades are assigned in numbers and descriptions - nedovoljan 1 (insufficient), dovoljan 2 (sufficient), dobar 3 (good), vrlo dobar 4 (very good), izvrstan 5 (excellent). The best possible grade on this scale is 5. excellent. Grade insufficient 1 is a failing grade. The final exam consist of two parts: first part is written exam (understanding of spoken text, understanding of written text, vocabulary and grammar), and second part is oral - an interview with the student. Students who pass the exam (it is necessary to get 60% points) get the certificate. In case they don't pass, students can take exam in the next examination period.
