Part I:  General Information

· Description of town

- Short history and location
	ANCIENT SPLIT      

ASPALATHOS WAS THE NAME OF THE ANCIENT GREEK SETTLEMENT FROM WHICH MODERN SPLIT GREW. IT LATER BECAME SPALATUM UNDER THE ROMANS BUT IT REMAINED SMALL UNTIL EMPEROR DIOCLETIAN BUILT HIS LUXURIOUS PALACE THERE AROUND 300 AD. AFTER HIS DEATH, EXPELLED ROMAN EMPERORS MADE DIOCLETIAN'S PALACE THEIR HOME AWAY FROM HOME BUT WHEN AVARS AND SLAVS CONQUERED SALONA (NOW SOLIN) IN 614 AD ITS DISPLACED CITIZENS FLED TO DIOCLETIAN'S PALACE FOR SHELTER AND A NEW TOWN WAS BORN. THE NEW POPULATION SET ABOUT ALTERING THE PALACE TO SUIT THEIR OWN HOUSING NEEDS WHICH IS WHAT GIVES SPLIT SIGHTSEEING ITS SPECIAL FLAVOUR. 

FROM BYZANTINE TO CROATIAN

SPLIT FELL UNDER THE CONTROL OF THE BYZANTINE EMPERORS FROM THE 9TH CENTURY, AROUND THE TIME WHEN GREAT SLAVIC MIGRATIONS WERE INCREASING THE POPULATION. MORE HOUSING SPRANG UP IN DIOCLETIAN'S PALACE AND THE GROWING POPULATION BEGAN SPREADING OUT TO THE SUBURBS. CHURCHES WERE BUILT IN AND AROUND THE TOWN AND NEW SETTLEMENTS GREW AROUND THE CHURCHES. MEANWHILE, A SOLIDLY CROATIAN NATIONAL IDENTITY EMERGED AND IN 1069 AD KING KRESIMIR IV ANNEXED SPLIT TO CROATIA. IN 1105 IT ACKNOWLEDGED THE RULE OF THE HUNGARIAN-CROATIAN KINGS WHILE KEEPING ITS OWN AUTONOMY. TRADE EXPANDED IN THE 12TH AND 13TH CENTURIES BRINGING MUCH PROSPERITY. EMPEROR DIOCLETIAN'S MAUSOLEUM BECAME A CATHEDRAL AND MORE LOCAL HOUSING WAS CONSTRUCTED. 

THE VENETIANS IN SPLIT

BY THE BEGINNING OF THE 15TH CENTURY, THE VENETIANS WERE EXTENDING THEIR RULE THROUGHOUT DALMATIA AND IN 1420 SPLIT LOST ITS AUTONOMY AND WAS FORCED TO ACKNOWLEDGE THE PROTECTORATE OF VENICE. THE VENETIANS WERE PREOCCUPIED WITH THE SECURITY OF ITS NEW POSSESSION AND EXPENDED CONSIDERABLE EFFORT TO FORTIFYING THE TOWN. THEY ALSO BUILT NEW RESIDENCES IN LATE FLAMBOYANT VENETIAN GOTHIC STYLE. 

IN THE 15TH CENTURY SPLIT BECAME AN IMPORTANT CULTURAL CENTRE, PRODUCING SUCH ARTISTS AS JURAJ DALMATINAC WHO BROUGHT RENAISSANCE STYLE TO CROATIA. THE 15TH CENTURY WAS ALSO WHEN MANY HUMANISTS AND WRITERS GRAVITATED TO SPLIT. THE GREATEST WAS CROATIA'S MOST SIGNIFICANT POET, MARKO MARULIC, THE FIRST TO WRITE ELOQUENTLY IN BOTH LATIN AND CROATIAN.

THE OTTOMAN THREAT

LIKE THE REST OF DALMATIA, SPLIT WAS THREATENED BY THE OTTOMAN TURKS IN THE 16TH CENTURY. IN THE MIDDLE OF THE 17TH CENTURY WHEN THE TURKS REACHED THE WALLS OF SPLIT, MASSIVE BASTIONS WERE CONSTRUCTED, CREATING A STAR-SHAPED PERIMETER OF SAFETY. WITHIN THE WALLS, LOCAL AND FOREIGN ARTISANS WERE BUSY BUILDING IN THE NEW BAROQUE STYLE AND THE CULTURAL LIFE OF THE TOWN CONTINUED.

AUSTRIANS-FRENCH-AUSTRIANS

AFTER FOUR CENTURIES OF VENETIAN RULE, SPLIT PASSED TO THE AUSTRIANS FROM 1797 TO 1805, FOLLOWED BY SEVEN YEARS OF FRENCH PRESENCE. UNDER NAPOLEON, MANY CITY WALLS AND FORTIFICATIONS WERE DEMOLISHED BUT A COASTAL ROAD WAS BUILT, PUBLIC LIGHTING WAS IMPLEMENTED AND OTHER IMPROVEMENTS MADE. THE FALL OF NAPOLEON ENTAILED RENEWED AUSTRIAN CONTROL OF SPLIT AND THE REST OF DALMATIA, A RULE THAT LASTED UNTIL 1918.

DURING THE LATER HALF OF THE 19TH CENTURY, SPLIT SAW AN ECONOMIC REVIVAL AND BY THE BEGINNING OF THE 20TH CENTURY IT BECAME THE REGION'S MOST IMPORTANT PORT. BETWEEN WWI AND WWII SPLIT EXPANDED OUTWARDS TO INCLUDE THE SOUTHERN SLOPES OF MARJAN HILL AND BAČVICE IN THE EAST. 

ITALIAN BOMBARDMENTS OF SPLIT IN 1941 MARKED THE BEGINNING OF THE FASCIST OCCUPATION OF SPLIT WHICH LASTED UNTIL 1943 WHEN ITALY CAPITULATED.

AFTER THE WORLD WAR II SPLIT WAS PART OF THE REPUBLIC OF CROATIA AS ONE OF SIX REPUBLICS FORMING THE SOCIALIST YUGOSLAVIA.
IN MAY 1991 CROATIAN CITIZENS VOTED FOR INDEPENDENCE AND ON 8 OCTOBER 1991 CROATIAN PARLIAMENT DECLARED AN AUTONOMOUS AND INDEPENDENT STATE. DURING THE FOLLOWING 5 YEARS CROATIA SUFFERED ENORMOUSLY IN THE WAR STARTED BY SERBIAN AGRESSION. 

NOWADAYS CROATIA IS ENDING ITS NEGOTIATIONS WITH THE EUROPEAN UNION. 

SPLIT IS THE SECOND LARGEST CITY IN CROATIA, AN IMPORTANT INTERNATIONAL PORT AND TOURIST DESTINATION.


- Main local/cultural events

	SPLIT IS A VERY VIBRANT TOWN, WHERE ITS HISTORY, CULTURE AND MODERN WAY OF LIFE ARE INTERTWINED. OVER THE YEAR NUMEROUS CULTURAL EVENTS ARE ORGANISED, NATURALLY, MOST OF THEM TAKE PLACE IN THE SUMMER. 

THE MOST IMPORTANT EVENT FOR ALL CITIZENS OF SPLIT IS THE FEAST OF SAINT DOMNIUS (SV. DUJE), PATRON SAINT OF SPLIT, TAKING PLACE ON 7 MAY. 

OTHER EVENTS ARE ALSO CONNECTED TO THAT FEAST, LIKE INTERNATIONAL ROWING REGATTA SV. DUJE, ORGANISED BY THE UNIVERSITY SPORTS ASSOCIATION IN SPLIT, HOSTING NUMEROUS INTERNATIONAL STUDENT TEAMS. 

SPLIT PROMENADE (RIVA) AND SUBSTRUCTURES OF DIOCLETIAN’S PALACE ARE OFTEN AN OPEN STAGE FOR CONCERTS, EXHIBITIONS AND PERFORMANCES, LIKE UNIVERSITY SCIENCE FESTIVAL, CROATIA BOAT SHOW, BOTH TAKING PLACE IN APRIL. 

DURING THE SUMMER SPLIT HOSTS NUMEROUS EVENTS LIKE DIOCLETIAN NIGHTS, WHERE CITIZENS DRESS LIKE ROMANS AND EAT AND DRINK IN THE SUBSTRUCTURES OF THE PALACE. 

SPLIT SUMMER FESTIVAL FROM MID JULY TO MID AUGUST OFFERS PLAYS, CONCERTS AND EVENTS ON VARIOUS LOCATIONS IN THE TOWN. 

SPLIT MUSIC FESTIVAL IS ONE OF THE OLDEST FESTIVALS OF SUCH KIND IN CROATIA. 

SPLIT STREET FESTIVAL ALSO TAKES IN JUNE AND HOSTS PERFORMERS FROM DIFFERENT COUNTRIES.

17. SPLIT FILM FESTIVAL/ INTERNATIONAL FESTIVAL OF NEW FILM WILL TAKE PLACE IN THE MIDDLE OF SEPTEMBER 2012. 

SASO FAIR TAKES PLACE ANNUALY IN OCTOBER AND ITS TARGET GROUPS ARE BUSINESS SECTOR, FINANCIAL SECTOR, ENERGY SECTOR, DISTRIBUTORS, CIVIL ENGINEERS, ARCHITECTS AND MANAGERS.

· Short Description of the Organising Institution

	Humanistic and Social Studies had existed in Split even before the foundation of the University of Split in 1974. Namely, The College of Pedagogy in Split, the oldest college founded by the decree of the Education Committee of the ZAVNOH Presidency (National Anti-Fascist Council of People's Liberation of Croatia) on 24 March 1945. During its sixty-year history, this institution underwent several changes regarding its programme, structure and status. As a legally valid independent institution, the College of Pedagogy had been fully functioning from the year of its foundation until 1974 (as the College of Pedagogy and the Academy of Pedagogy), when the merger of several different institutions of higher education resulted in the foundation of the University of Split. From 1978 to 1990 the Humanistic and Social Studies programmes were organised as a single department within the Faculty of Philosophy in Zadar, under the University of Split, and from 1990 to 1998 within the Faculty of Natural Sciences and Mathematics at the University of Split. At the end of 1998, a decree issued by the Croatian government removed the Primary Education and the Pre-School Education Studies from the Faculty of Natural Sciences and Mathematics at the University of Split. That decree founded the Faculty of Primary Education at the University in Split as an independent structural unit of the University of Split.  

Today, the University of Split's, Faculty of Philosophy comprises ten (10) departments with undergraduate and graduate programs and four (4) research centers. The Faculty of Philosophy, with 125 members of the teaching staff and over 1500 students enrolled in the current academic year 2011./2012., has witnessed an increase in international cooperation. The Faculty of Philosophy has signed contracts with twelve (12) European universities for student and teacher mobility, and a greater number of departments are taking part in international projects. Since it was founded in 2007. as part of the Faculty of Philosophy, the Center for Croatian Studies Abroad has hosted three hundred and eighty four (384) foreign students from thirty three (33) European and other countries. These students were enrolled in courses of Croatian as a Second Language. All of this makes the University of Split's Faculty of Philosophy a recognizable institution in the region's academic and cultural domains.

THE MOST POPULAR FOLK DANCE ENSEMBLE JEDINSTVO (KUD JEDINSTVO) WITH ITS 400 MEMBERS IS DIVIDED INTO DANCE ENSEMBLE, MIXED FOLKLORE CHOIR, MANDOLIN AND TAMBURA ORCHESTRA, TOGETHER WITH THE SCHOOL OF DANCE, MANDOLIN AND GUITAR AND THE VETERAN CLUB. THERE IS ALSO KUD BRODOSPLIT PERFORMING FOLKLORE, DRAMA AND MUSIC EVENTS. BOTH OF THESE ENSEMBLES PERFORM AUTHENTIC CROATIAN VOCAL MUSIC PERFORMANCES IN MAIL OR FEMALE VOCAL ENSEMBLES CALLED ‘’KLAPA’’. SPALADIUM ARENA A NEW FACILITY IN SPLIT, DUE TO ITS LARGE CAPACITY OF UP TO 12,000 SITTING PLACES HOSTS MANY SPORTS EVENTS, CONCERTS, EXHIBITIONS AND MANY OTHER INTERESTING EVENTS. 	ERASMUS INTENSIVE LANGUAGE COURSE OF CROATIAN LANGUAGE WILL BE ORGANISED IN TWO TERMS:

- BEFORE BEGINNING OF THE WINTER SEMESTER OF THE ACADEMIC YEAR 2012/2013, ANTICIPATED FROM 10 TILL 28 SEPTEMBER 2012 (1 GROUP OF 15 STUDENTS)

- BEFORE BEGINNING OF THE SUMMER SEMESTER OF THE ACADEMIC YEAR 2012/2013, ANTICIPATED FROM 4 FEBRUARY TILL 22 FEBRUARY 2013 (1 GROUP OF 15 STUDENTS)

COURSES WILL BE ORGANISED AT BEGINNER’S LEVEL, DURING 3 WEEKS TIME, FOUR DAYS A WEEK FROM MONDAY TO THURSDAY, IN SEPTEMBER 2012 FROM 9.30 TILL 13.45 (BREAK FROM 11.45 TILL 12.15) AND IN FEBRUARY 2013 FROM 9.30 TILL 13.45 (BREAK FROM 11.45 TILL 12.15). 
CLASSES CONSIST OF CONTACT HOURS, CONVERSATION EXERCISES, CULTURAL LESSONS, CLASSES HELD IN PHONOLABORATORY AND COMPUTER CLASSROOM. DIFFERENT TEACHING METHODS ARE TO BE USED: FRONTAL METHOD, INDIVIDUAL WORK, WORK IN COUPLES ETC. MULTIMEDIA PRESENTATIONS (SONGS, VIDEO CLIPS) AND ITEMS FROM EVERYDAY LIFE (MAPS, NEWSPAPERS, MAGAZINES) WILL ALSO BE INCLUDED TO MAKE THE CLASSES MORE INTERESTING AND REALISTIC. 

AFTER A SUCCESSFULLY COMPLETED COURSE STUDENTS CAN UNDERSTAND BASICS OF CROATIAN LANGUAGE. THEY CAN UNDERSTAND SENTENCES AND FREQUENTLY USED EXPRESSIONS RELATED TO AREAS OF MOST IMMEDIATE RELEVANCE (E.G. VERY BASIC PERSONAL AND FAMILY INFORMATION, SHOPPING, LOCAL GEOGRAPHY, EMPLOYMENT). THEY CAN COMMUNICATE IN SIMPLE AND ROUTINE TASKS REQUIRING A SIMPLE AND DIRECT EXCHANGE OF INFORMATION ON FAMILIAR AND ROUTINE MATTERS, CAN DESCRIBE IN SIMPLE TERMS ASPECTS OF HIS/HER BACKGROUND, IMMEDIATE ENVIRONMENT AND MATTERS IN AREAS OF IMMEDIATE NEED.
